1. QUOTATION FOR THE 2009-2010 FEES: COMPUTER LITERACY AND SHORT 

CALL CENTRE COURSE AT OPTIMA COLLEGE 

 

Tuition fee for the Computer Literacy and Call Centre Course for the current year 

(2009) is set at R1990.00 per module, with the course comprising five modules over a 

period of five months. In total, the Tuition fee is then R9950.00 for the course.

2. QUOTATION FOR SUBSIDISED COMPUTER LITERACY COURSE 

Please note: This second quotation is only valid if the National Council for the 

Blind is subsidising a candidate to attend this course. 

 

Tuition fee for the Computer Literacy course is set at R750.00 per module, with the 

course comprising five modules. The Tuition fee for the complete course is therefore 

R3750.00 for the five month period.

• The hostel accommodation is charged at R350.00 per month, which would amount to
